The next step is to take something that will remyod of that moment. A rock, small leaf, a napkin
from the store, a toothpick to remember a flavgricdure or whatever is placed in a small box aapit kuntil
Sunday dinner the next week. Each person, in takes out their memory and shares it with therstee that
they may also experience God anew.

Marveling, at its best, is discovering God in othefhat is the greatest gift we receive when waosh
to give our time and participate in Emmaus. Wetgetee God discovered anew in a person. Thestegtis
when we feel the tug of the Holy Spirit and releaseselves to the call. It is giving up self deso be a part
of God’s desires. It comes as a surprise thatamerecognize the call and, for some of us, a ssead yield to
the call.

We become sensitive to the presence of the Holgt$pid marveling kicks into high gear. We start t
look at others and find ways to help them discdkerself within them. We become more hospitabte an
receptive. Having other people around creates ity to discover and we open ourselves up toesha an
example. In this step we learn self-control.

Self-control is remembering it is not about rediyiour discovery. Marveling is not going around
finding how many people we can force into listeniagur story. It is about holding our story umtimoment
when another is struggling and looking for guidanttes about sharing the bare basics of our oterygo
allow the other to speak, reflect and share abiwit bwn story.

Marveling is the blessing we receive when othessalier and we are present to observe. After all,
marveling is not about re-living the old; it is alta@liscovering the new. Self-control is to be retaldo, say,
act, remain silent, pray or whatever is requirethst someone else may marvel at God’s presenteiinlife.
Self-control is where hospitality begins. Creatangontext of awareness and yearning allows otbersarvel
at God'’s creation and find themselves a part df¢heation.
